Course Content

This class is a Dual Enrollment course that is 3 college mathematics credits and 1 high school mathematics credit. This class covers the following topics: This course furthers the preparation of students in important areas such as graphing techniques, algebraic functions, and transcendental functions.  Special emphasis is given to the algebra needed in calculus.

Grading
Each nine weeks you will receive a grade in the course.  Your nine weeks grade is determined as follows.


Tests = 60%

Quizzes = 25%

Assignments (Homework and Classwork) = 15%
TESTS

All tests will be cumulative and include information from previous concepts, as well as the current chapter concepts. All tests are designed so that students who properly study and prepare can finish the test within class time.  Students who do not finish a test within class time will NOT be allowed extended time to finish.  Students having a current IEP/504 will have testing accommodations as outlined in their plan.  All tests will be announced at the beginning of the Chapter and will be posted.  If a student misses a test due to an absence, they are expected to take it the day they return.  If a student misses the review due to an absence, they will find the review and key on my website.  They are then expected to take the test when they return. 
QUIZZES

I will give at least one short quiz per chapter.  Make up quizzes are only given the next day, otherwise, the chapter test grade will be recorded in its place. Both scheduled and unscheduled quizzes will be given periodically.
ASSIGNMENTS (Homework and Classwork)
Completing homework each day is essential for your success in any math class.  All assignments are posted ahead of time. To receive full credit on your homework, use pencil and show all necessary work.  Ask question when you experience trouble, chances are that you may see similar problems on upcoming tests.  Homework assignments will be turned in as a packet on the day we test on that material. Random homework assignments will be picked up for accuracy.  I do NOT accept any late assignments.  
SEMESTER GRADES
At the end of each semester, your semester grades will be calculated as follows:

· Each 9 weeks’ grade is 40% of your semester grade.

· Semester Exam is 20% of your semester grade.
EXTRA CREDIT
The ONLY extra credit offered in this course is the Chapter Homework Packet. These packets must be completed with ALL WORK shown and turned in at the beginning of the class period prior to the test. Up to 5 points may be added to test. Do not ask for individual extra credit points.
DROPPING GRADES
I will drop each student’s lowest quiz and homework grade, IF they have no more than two tardies each nine weeks. 
FOR ALL Work in this course:  NO WORK SHOWN = NO CREDIT
Classroom Expectations
1. NO CHEATING WILL BE TOLERATED (a zero for the assignment and a referral will be given).
2. BE ON TIME TO CLASS.  

3. NO TALKING OR DISRUPTIVE BEHAVIOR.

4. NO CELL PHONES during instructional/assessment time, unless otherwise instructed. Students will place their CELL PHONES in the cell phone locker with their corresponding number at the beginning of each class period every day. 
5. Students are expected to take notes each day.
